1.2 Clause F 1.5 of Act No 66 of 1975 was scrapped in September 1997, with the result that Treasury approval for the demolition of State Buildings is not a requirement anymore.

1.3 The result of this is that the demolition of buildings owned by the Department of Public Works became the responsibility of the Department itself.

2. Procedures for the application and information needed for the Demolition of Government Buildings

2.1 Complete section A (General information and application) of form PRM010/2 and send it to: CD/Professional Services (Attention: D/Architectural Services), Department of Public Works, Private Bag X65, PRETORIA, 0001.

2.2 The following information must be included in the application:

2.2.1 Reasons for the demolition

2.2.2 Present value of the building(s)

2.2.3 Present market value of the building(s)

2.2.4 Present market value of the land

2.2.5 Present replacement value of the building(s)

2.2.6 Estimated cost to repair the building(s)

2.2.7 Present value of the material to be recovered

2.2.8 The manner in which the recovered material will be disposed

2.2.9 Can the land and building(s) be sold by auction?

2.2.10 Is the land needed for other purposes?

2.2.11 Will some other building(s) be erected on the land?

2.2.12 Some details of the building(s)

2.2.12.1 Type of building

2.2.12.2 Address

2.2.12.3 Number of floors

2.2.12.4 Total area of building(s) in m²

2.2.12.5 Total area of land in m²

2.2.12.6 For which purpose was it utilised if not vacant?

2.2.12.7 If unused, how long ago was it vacated?

2.2.13 Can the building(s) perhaps be utilised for some other purposes?

2.2.14 Attach a copy of a letter by the South African Heritage Resource Agency (SAHRA) confirming that it approves of the demolition

2.2.15 Attach a number of colour photographs of the building(s) to be demolished

2.2.16 Attach a confirmation that funds are available for the demolition

2.2.17 Who is going to carry out the work and what will be the estimated cost of the demolition?

2.2.18 Will demolition be done by implosion / use of explosives? If yes, then implosion / explosive guidelines to be followed and complied with.
